BY THE COS{4ISSION:

This cause came on for hearing at 9 a.m. on November 30,
1977, at Santa Fe, New Mexico, before Examiner Daniel S. Nutter.

NOW, on this 31st day of January, 1978, the Commission,
a quorum being present, having considered the testimony, the
record, and the recommendations of the Examiner, and being fully
advised in the premises,

FINDS :

(i) That due public notice having been given as required
by law, the Commission has jurisdiction of this cause and the
subject matter thereof.

(2) That this case was called by the Commission as 
companion case to Case No. 6089, which was to consider the
amendment of Rules 701, 702, 703, 704, and 705 of the Commis-
sion Rules and Regulations.

(3) That the proposed amendments of Rules 701 and 702 
Case No. 6089 were dismissed without prejudice by the Commission
by Order No. R-5636, dated January 31, 1978, and will be
reconsidered by the Commission at a later date.

(4) That the proposed amendment of Rule 107, the subject
of the instant case, should also be dismissed without prejudice,
and should be reconsidered at a later date.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

(1) That Case No. 6090 be dismissed without prejudice.

(2) That jurisdiction of this cause is retained for the
entry of such further orders as the Commission may deem
necessary.
