This cause came on for hearing at 9 a.m. on November 20,
1986, at Santa Fe, New Mexico, before the 0il Conservation
Commission of New Mexico, hereinafter referred to as the
"Commission."

NOW, on this 4+h day of December, 1986, the Commis-
sion, a quorum being present, having considered the testimony
presented and the exhibits received at said hearing, and
being fully advised in the premises,

FINDS THAT:

(1) Due public notice having been given as required by
law, the Commission has jurisdiction of this cause and the
subject matter thereof.

(2) The 0il Conservation Division seeks to amend its
General Rule 902 to provide for notice by purchasers of
natural gas to producers when such purchasers are unable
to take gas in accordance with the provisions of such rule.

(3) No support for said amendment was received either
at or subsequent to the hearing.

(4) Implementation of such amendment would be
impractical at this time and should therefore be dismissed
pending further study.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED THAT:

Case No. 9017 is hereby dismissed.
