NO.W, on this 15th day of October, 1951, She Gommission, a quorum being
present, having fully considered the record and the testimony adduced and exhibits
received at said hearing, and being fully advised in the premises,

FINDS, (i) That due public notice having been given according to law, the
Gommission has jurisdiction of this cause, the persons and subject matter thereof.

(2) That petitioner has located a well known as Williams and Reed
No. 6 State, in NE/4 SW/4 SE/4 of Section 17, Township 18 South, Raz~e 28 East,
NMPM, Eddy COunty, New Mexico, and that such well is located 1595 feet from the
east line and 1180 feet from the South line of said section 17.

(3) That location of said well was the result o£ a survey later
discovered to be erroneous.

(4) That the location of said well should he approved as an unor-
thodox location, and that such approval will tend to promote conservation and
prevent waste, and will not interfere with correlative rights of adjoining lessees.

IT IS T~REFORE ORDERED: That the location of Williams and Reed No.
6 State in N~/4 SW/4 SE/4 of Section 17, Township 18 South, Range 28 East, NMPM,

1595 feet from the east line and 1180 feet from the south line of said Section 17,
be,and the same hereby is approved.
