1. Unless the production casing has been run and cemented or the well has been properly
plugged, the drilling rig shall not be removed from over the hole without prior approval.

In a water basin, for all casing strings utilizing slips, these are to be set as soon
as the crew and rig are ready and any fallback cement remediation has been
done. The casing cut-off and BOP installation can be initiated four hours after
installing the slips, which will be approximately six hours after bumping the
plug. For those casing strings not using slips, the minimum wait time before
cut-off is eight hours after bumping the plug. BOP/BOPE testing can begin
after cut-off or once cement reaches 500 psi compressive strength (including
lead cement), whichever is greater. However, if the float does not hold, cut-off
cannot be initiated until cement reaches 500 psi compressive strength (including
lead when specified).

In potash areas, for all casing strings utilizing slips, these are to be set as soon
as the crew and rig are ready and any fallback cement remediation has been
done. For all casing strings, casing cut-off and BOP installation can be initiated
at twelve hours after bumping the cement plug. The BOPE test can be initiated
after bumping the cement plug with the casing valve open. (only applies to
single stage cement jobs, prior to the cement setting up.)

The tests shall be done by an independent service company utilizing a test plug
not a cup or J-packer and can be initiated immediately with the casing valve
open. The operator also has the option of utilizing an independent tester to test
without a plug (i.e. against the casing) pursuant to 43 CFR 3172 with the
pressure not to exceed 70% of the burst rating for the casing. Any test against
the casing must meet the WOC time for water basin (8 hours) or potash (24
hours) or 500 pounds compressive strength, whichever is greater, prior to
initiating the test (see casing segment as lead cement may be critical item).

The test shall be run on a 5000-psi chart for a 2-3M BOP/BOP, on a 10000-psi
chart for a 5M BOP/BOPE and on a 15000 psi chart for a 10M BOP/BOPE. If
a linear chart is used, it shall be a one-hour chart. A circular chart shall have a
maximum 2-hour clock. If a twelve hour or twenty-four-hour chart is used,
tester shall make a notation that it is run with a two-hour clock.

The results of the test shall be reported to the appropriate BLM office.

All tests are required to be recorded on a calibrated test chart. A copy of the
BOP/BOPE test chart and a copy of independent service company test will be
submitted to the appropriate BLM office.

The BOP/BOPE test shall include a low-pressure test from 250 to 300 psi. The
test will be held for a minimum of 10 minutes if test is done with a test plug and
30 minutes without a test plug. This test shall be performed prior to the test at
full stack pressure.

BOP/BOPE must be tested by an independent service company within 500 feet
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of the top of the Wolfcamp formation if the time between the setting of the
intermediate casing and reaching this depth exceeds 20 days. This test does not
exclude the test prior to drilling out the casing shoe as per 43 CFR 3172.

C. DRILLING MUD

Mud system monitoring equipment, with derrick floor indicators and visual and audio
alarms, shall be operating before drilling into the Wolfcamp formation, and shall be
used until production casing is run and cemented.

D. WASTE MATERIAL AND FLUIDS

All waste (i.e. drilling fluids, trash, salts, chemicals, sewage, gray water, etc.) created
as a result of drilling operations and completion operations shall be safely contained
and disposed of properly at a waste disposal facility. No waste material or fluid shall
be disposed of on the well location or surrounding area. Porto-johns and trash
containers will be on-location during fracturing operations or any other crew-intensive
operations.
