Linn Energy has retained Rice Environmental Consulting and Safety (RECS) to address
potential environmental concerns at the site referenced above.

Background and Previous Work

On January 8"’, 2013, an accidental discharge of produced water and oil from a ruptured 2
inch collar on a 2 inch fiberglass HP line occurred coming from the J.L. Keel B #72. The
line was shut in; however, the line released a total of 35 barrels of produced water and 5
barrels of oil, of which no fluid was recovered. An initial C-141 was submitted by Linn
Energy on January 10", 2013 (Appendix A). The site is located 7 miles west of
Maljamar in unit letter ‘I’, sec. 5, T17S R31E in Eddy County, New Mexico. This site is
located in an area of no known groundwater.

On January 9'“, 2013, RECS personnel were on site to initialize work on the J.L. Keel B
#72. Soil samples were taken from the surface of the release (Figure) and the samples
were taken to a commercial laboratory for analysis of chlorides, GRO and DRO
(Appendix B). Photo documentation of the release can be found in Appendix C.

Corrective Action Plan

RECS recommends scraping the lease road six inches and excavating the pasture areas to
a maximum depth of 4 ft bgs or to a laboratory chloride level of 1,000 mg/kg. Final
chloride and hydrocarbon samples will be taken to a commercial laboratory for analysis.
The site will then be backfilled with clean, imported soil.
