Environmental Plus, Inc. (EPI), on behalf of Ms. Lynn Ward, Duke Energy Field Services (DEFS),
submits the attached New Mexico Oil Conservation Division (NMOCD) form C-141 for the above-

referenced leak site, located on land owned by Aline Sims.

The site is located approximately 18 miles southwest of Hobbs, New Mexico (reference Figure I).
Information obtained from the New Mexico Office of the State Engineer’s website and a United
States Geological Survey (USGS) database indicates that there are no water supply wells within a
1,000-foot radius of the release site. However, there are no water supply wells located within a 1.0-
mile radius of the release site (reference Figure 2). Groundwater level data indicates an average
depth to water of approximately 34 feet below ground surface (reference Table 1). The attached site
information and metrics form ranks the site in accordance with the NMOCD Guidelines for

Remediation of Leaks, Spills and Releases (August 13, 1993).

An unknown amount of natural gas was released as the result of the structural integrity of the

pipeline failing as the pressure was increased on the line, with no amount recovered.
