an exemption to the well density requirements of Rule 104.D, Chaves County, 
New Mexico. Applicant seeks authorization to dedicate a standard 320-acre 
spacing and proration unit comprised of the S/2 of Section 16, Township 15 
South, Range 25East, Chaves County, New Mexico in the Wolfcamp formation to 
the following two wells: 

(a) The Swale 1525-16 State Well No 2 (API #3000563924) to be drilled 
at an unorthodox surface location 760 feet FSL and 190 feet FWL (Unit M) and 
then to penetrate the Wolfcamp formation within the standard producing area 
window at a standard subsurface location approximately 660 feet FWL and 760 
feet FSL (Unit M) and then drilled horizontally in an easterly direction staying 
within the producing area not less than 660 feet from each of the end and side 
boundaries of this spacing unit and ending at a standard bottom hole location 760 
feet FSL and 660 feet FEL 

(b) The Swale 1525-16 State Well No. 1 (API #3000563886) that has been 
drilled at an unorthodox surface location 1880 feet FSL and 208 feet FWL (Unit 
L) and penetrated the Wolfcamp formation within the standard producing area 
window at a standard subsurface location approximately 660 feet FWL and 660 
feet FSL (Unit L) and then was drilled horizontally in an easterly direction staying 
within the producing area not less than 660 feet from each of the end and side

In support of its application, Parallel states: 

(1) Parallel is the current operator of the Swale 1525-16 State Well No. 1 
(API #3000563886) that has been drilled and completed as a horizontal 
well in the N/2S/2 of Section 16, T15S, R25E. See Exhibit "A" attached 

(2) Parallel has obtained approval of its APD to drill second horizontal well 
in the S/2S/2 of Section 16, T15S, R25E being the Swale 1525-16 Well 
No. 2 (API #3000563924). See Exhibit "B" attached 

(3) Division Rule 111 provides for the rules and regulations of the drilling of 
directional wells and by definition includes "horizontal" wells but 
apparently does not limited the number of horizontal wells that can be 
drilled within a Project Area. Instead Rule 111 refers to a project area "that 
is enclosed by the outer boundaries of a spacing unit or a combination of 
complete spacing units," and incorporates by reference Rule 104 to define 
a "spacing unit" 

(4) Division Rule 104.C (2) allows two wells in a 320-acre spacing unit with 
each well located in a different 160-tract of the 320-acre spacing unit. This 
rule appears not to specifically address horizontal wells. 

(5) Division Rule 104.D (3) States: "number of wells per spacing unit. 
Exceptions to the provisions of statewide rules or special pool orders 
concerning the number of wells allowed per spacing unit may be permitted 
by the Director only after notice and opportunity for hearing. Notice shall 
be given to those "affected parsons" defined by Rule 1207.A (2)." 

(6) The Division Legal Examiner, David K. Brooks, has advised the notice 
for this type of case, "affected parties" are: (a) all each operator of an 
adjoining and offsetting 320-acre drilled or undrilled spacing units (direct 
or diagonal offsets) (b) i f undrilled, then to the working interest owners 
and unleased mineral owners, (c) i f applicant is also the offsetting 
operator, then to its working interest owners, (d) i f applicant is the 
offsetting operator and the only working interest owners, then to its 
lessors, (e) i f the offsetting section has no spacing unit, then the applicant 
and presume the orientation closest to the subject spacing unit.

(7) Parallel has provided written notice of hearing to all "affected parties, 
including those listed on the attached located map and index. Exhibit "C" 
and the notice letter attached as Exhibit "D" 

(8) Parallel's enclosed exhibits demonstrate that because of the low 
permeability of the Wolfcamp formation in this area: 

a. the actual area being depleted by the first horizontal well is 
generally limited to the north half of this spacing unit, being the 
N/2S/4 of Section 16, and it not effectively recovery either the gas 
underlying the S/2 of Section 16 or adversely affecting the 
correlative rights of the offsetting interest owners.

This Wolfcamp gas reservoir is interpreted as the sabkha shelf model along the Northwest 
carbonate platform. The Wolfcamp reservoir is contained within the restricted lagoon-platform 
facies belt where dolomitization and fracturing has occurred to enhance the porosity and in deep 
enough water so that evaporates are not prevalent to occlude porosity. Up-dip, north to northwest 
of the reservoir arc terrestrial deposits which do include evaporates that cement the porosity and 
act as a seal for the Wolfcamp stratigraphic trap. Down-dip, south to southeast, of the 
dolomitized Wolfcamp reservoir facies belt are tight limestones that do not contain the reservoir 
development. 

There are three alternating depositional cycles. The matrix porosity is comprised of a 
dolomitized fusulinid waekestone-packstone overlain by a burrowed lime mud overlain by a 
lagoonal shale which is the maximum flooding event. The reservoir also contains natural 
fractures. The principal maximum stress direction is predominantly north-south. The formation 
dips to the east-southeast at 1 degree. The average gross thickness of the Wolfcamp varies from 
25'-50' with an average net thickness of a few feet to 25'and an average porosity less than 8%. 

Planned spacing between horizontal laterals in the south-half of section 16 is 1160' . 
The Swale 1525-16 State #1 has been drilled in the north-half of the south-half and actual 
footages for the penetration point and total depth within the Wolfcamp pay are: 
Surface Location @ 1880' FSL and 208' FWL, Section 16, T15S, R25E 
Penetration Point @ 5183' measured depth, 1850' FSL and 751' FWL 
Bottom-Hole Location @ 8924' measured depth, 1906' FSL and 790' FEL 
Perforations are from top perf at 5290' measured depth to bottom perf at 8822' measured depth. 
The Swale 1525-16 State #2 will be in the south-half of the south-half, and planned surface, 
penetration point and total depth are: 
Surface Location @ 760' FSL and 190' FWL, Section 16, Tl 5S, R25E 
Penetration Point @ 760' FSL and 660' FWL, Bottom-Hole Location @ 760' FSL and 660' FEL 

Recommended fracture half-lengths for this formation in the area are 1,100' in order to drain 160 
acres. This would require 4 horizontal wells in parallel to drain a 640-acre section. This 1,100' 
fractured half-length yields an approximate proppant-fractured half-length of 500-600' and an 
effective producible half-length of 300-400'. Microseismic monitoring data from wells in the area 
fractured using Parallel Petroleum's preferred stimulation method show a fractured half-length of 
900' and therefore the estimated producible half-length estimate is shorter than the recommended 
300-400'. An optimistic estimate of 300' producible half-length of both the Swale #1 and the 
Swale #2 would create an unproductive interval along the length of and between the laterals of 
560'. 

In conclusion, given: low permeability of the dolomite (< .01 - .02 md), small net pay interval (< 
20* in section 16) and low porosity of the interval (< 3% - 9% - ~ 7% in section 16), the 
Wolfcamp formation should be produced using 2 parallel horizontal wells per 320-acre unit to 
efficiently drain the unit.

(1) Parallel is the current operator of the Swale 1525-16 State Well No. 1

(2) Parallel has obtained approval of its APD to drill second horizontal well 
in the S/2S/2 of Section 16, T15S, R25E being the Swale 1525-16 Well 
No. 2 (API #3000563924).

(3) Division Rule 111 provides for the rules and regulations of the drilling of 
directional wells and by definition includes "horizontal" wells but 
apparently does not limited the number of horizontal wells that can be 
drilled within a Project Area.

This Wolfcamp gas reservoir is interpreted as the sabkha shelf model along the Northwest 
carbonate platform. The Wolfcamp reservoir is contained within the restricted lagoon-platform 
facies belt where dolomitization and fracturing has occurred to enhance the porosity and in deep 
enough water so that evaporates are not prevalent to occlude porosity. Up-dip, north to northwest 
of the reservoir arc terrestrial deposits which do include evaporates that cement the porosity and 
act as a sea! for the Wolfcamp stratigraphic trap. Down-dip, south to southeast, of the 
dolomitized Wolfcamp reservoir facies belt are tight limestones that do not contain the reservoir 
development. 

There are three alternating depositional cycles. The matrix porosity is comprised of a 
dolomitized fusulinid wackestone-packstone overlain by a burrowed lime mud overlain by a 
lagoonal shale which is the maximum flooding event. The reservoir also contains natural 
fractures. The principal maximum stress direction is predominantly north-south. The formation 
dips to the east-southeast at 1 degree. The average gross thickness of the Wolfcamp varies from 
25'-50' with an average net thickness of a few feet to 25'and an average porosity less than 8%. 

Planned spacing between horizontal laterals in the south-half of section 16 is 1160' .

Bottom-Hole Location @ 8924' measured depth, 1906' FSL and 790' FEL 
Perforations are from top perf at 5290' measured depth to bottom perf at 8822' measured depth. 
The Swale 1525-16 State #2 will be in the south-half of the south-half, and planned surface, 
penetration point and total depth arc: 
Surface Location @ 760' FSL and 190' FWL, Section 16, Tl 5S, R25E 
Penetration Point @ 760' FSL and 660' FWL, Bottom-Hole Location @ 760' FSL and 660' FEL 

Recommended fracture half-lengths for this formation in the area are 1,100' in order to drain 160 
acres. This would require 4 horizontal wells in parallel to drain a 640-acre section. This 1,100' 
fractured half-length yields an approximate proppant-fracturcd half-length of 500-600' and an 
effective producible half-length of 300-400'. Microseismic monitoring data from wells in the area 
fractured using Parallel Petroleum's preferred stimulation method show a fractured half-length of 
900' and therefore the estimated producible half-length estimate is shorter than the recommended 
300-400'. An optimistic estimate of 300' producible half-length of both the Swale #1 and the 
Swale #2 would create an unproductive interval along the length of and between the laterals of 
560'. 

In conclusion, given: low permeability of the dolomite (< .01 - .02 md), small net pay interval (< 
20' in section 16) and low porosity of the interval (< 3% - 9% - ~ 7% in section 16), the 
Wolfcamp formation should be produced using 2 parallel horizontal wells per 320-acre unit to 
efficiently drain the unit.
