It is not acceptable that these wells are exempt from the Safe Drinking Water Act.

The o0il and gas industry MUST disclose the chemicals used in fracturing.

It is imperative that we protect the residents and environment in the State of New -
Mexico.

We ask the Commission to do the following:

1) nbtify landowners prior to a fracking operation and that companies be required to
disclose all fluids and substarices to be used in hydraulic fracturing operations to the
surface owner before hydraulic fracturing begins;

2) disclose the type and volume of base fluids used in hydraulic fracturing, each
additive used, the chemical ingredients in the additives, the additives' associated
chemical abstracts service (CAS) registry numbers, and the actual or maximum
concentration of each chemical ingredient used in hydraulic fracturing; and,

3) report the required information to the FracFocus website or to the successor of that
website so that the relevant information w111 be available even if the FracFocus website
is no longer operatlve '
