Applicant in the above-styled cause seeks an order pooling all mineral interests in the Wolfcamp
formation, Undesignated West Cottonwood Creek-Wolfcamp Gas Pool, in the S/2 of Section 7, Township 16
South, Range 25 East, N.M.P.M., Eddy County, New Mexico to form a 320-acre project area fora horizontal
well.
