EXAMINER CATANACH: I ' l l c a l l t h i s docket t o 

order t h i s morning. This i s Docket Number 01-06, Thursday, 

January 5th, 2006. 

At t h i s time I ' l l c a l l the continuances and the 

dismissals. 

On page 1, Case 13,597 i s dismissed; Case 13,603 

i s continued t o the 19th of January; Case 13,598 i s 

continued t o January 19th. 

On page 2, Case 13,612 continued t o January 19th; 

Case 13,613 continued t o January 19th; and Case 13,614 

continued t o January 19th. 

On page 3, Case 13,615 continued t o January 19th; 

Case 13,617 continued t o January 19th; and Case 13,618 also 

continued t o January 19th. 

On page 4, Case 13,619, 13,620, 13,621, 13,622, 

13,623 and 13,624 are a l l continued t o January 19th.* 

And on page 5, Case 13,62 5 continued t o January 

19th; Case 13,610 i s dismissed; and Case 13,578 i s also 

dismissed. 

MR. BRUCE: Mr. Examiner? 

EXAMINER CATANACH: I'm sorr y , Mr. Bruce? 

MR. BRUCE: Could I ask one thing? One of the 

cases t h a t was continued — Excuse me, j u s t f o r the record, 
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Jim Bruce, and I represent the Ard i n t e r e s t i n Case 13,598, 

which i s continued. 

And i f the record could r e f l e c t , I'm here w i t h 

the p r i n c i p a l s of — Mr. and Mrs. Ard, the p r i n c i p a l s of 

the Ard i n t e r e s t s , and w i t h my witness Ron Grappe, although 

the case i s not being heard. 

Yesterday when we discussed t h i s matter, t h e r e 

was a question about turnover of some data t h a t the Ard 

i n t e r e s t s had prev i o u s l y requested, and I know there's no 

subpoena on t h a t data, but we had requested i t , and I had 

separately mentioned t h a t t o Mr. Carr, and I ' d l i k e the 

record t o r e f l e c t t h a t i f t h a t i n f o r m a t i o n i s going t o be 

turned over, i t would c e r t a i n l y help, the sooner the 

b e t t e r , before the next hearing. 

MR. CARR: May i t please the Examiner, W i l l i a m F. 

Carr, I represent the Hudson i n t e r e s t . As we were d i r e c t e d 

yesterday, we're prepared t o meet w i t h Mr. Bruce and review 

what they need. We won't give p r o p r i e t a r y or c o n f i d e n t i a l 

i n f o r m a t i o n , but i t looked t o me l i k e , from a l e t t e r t h a t 

was attached t o h i s response t o a motion t o quash the 

subpoena, then, most of t h a t data can be provided, and I ' l l 

meet w i t h Mr. Bruce, and w e ' l l q u i c k l y get t h a t t o the Ard 

i n t e r e s t s . 

MR. BRUCE: There was one — the geophysical 

data, and we recognize t h a t the D i v i s i o n does not request 
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the turnover of geophysical data. 

MR. CARR: And t h a t ' s our p r i n c i p a l concern. 

We'll c e r t a i n l y get w i t h Mr. Bruce and get t h a t i n f o r m a t i o n 

q u i c k l y t o the Ard i n t e r e s t s so they have ample time t o 

look a t i t before the hearing. 

EXAMINER CATANACH: Do you — I know there's some 

pending motions i n t h a t case, gentlemen. Do we need t o — 

Do those need t o be resolved? 

MR. CARR: T h e y ' l l need t o be resolved, but 

they're independent of the question concerning the data. 

MR. BRUCE: They are, and because of the l e g a l 

issues I t h i n k there's been discussion about having 

D i v i s i o n ' s counsel review those, and i f there i s going — 

and t o l e t us know i f they request a b r i e f hearing on the 

matter. So whenever D i v i s i o n Counsel could l e t Mr. Carr 

and I know. Probably the sooner, the b e t t e r . 

MR. CARR: But i n the meantime, we're not w a i t i n g 

on t h a t t o proceed w i t h t h i s exchange of i n f o r m a t i o n . 

EXAMINER CATANACH: Okay, thank you.
