19, T20S, R39E into the Tubb and Drinkard fonnations and to commingle that production with the existing Abo 
fonnation. Applicant is the current operator of this wellbore that was formerly operated by Xeric Oil & Gas 
Corporation who obtained Order R-l 1993 that pooled all mineral interests from the surface lo the base ofthe

Applicant seeks an order pooling all mineral interests from the surface (o the base ofthe Morrow fonnation 
underlying (he following described acreage in Section 24, Township 21 South, Range 34 Easl, NMPM, and in 
the following manner: The S/2 to form a standard 320-acre gas spacing and proration unit for any and all 
formations or pools developed on 320-acre spacing within that vertical extent, including the Undesignated 
Grama Ridge-Wolfcamp Gas Pool and Undesignated East Grama Ridge-Morrow Gas Pool; and the SE/4 lo 
form a standard 160-acre gas spacing and proration unit for any and all formations or pools developed on 160-
acre spacing within that vertical extent.
