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WHEREUPON, the following proceedings were had at
9:10 a.m.:

CHAIRMAN LEMAY: Good morning, this is an
abbreviated meeting of the 0il Conservation Commission.

What we're going to do is do a little bit of
business and then take a short break to make sure if there
will be any witnesses on Case Number 11,705, or whether it
will be continued.

But first of all, we'll have some orders of
business.

Do I hear a motion for the minutes of the
previous meeting for approval?

COMMISSIONER BAILEY: I move we accept the
minutes.

CHATRMAN LEMAY: Thank you.

COMMISSIONER WEISS: I second that.

CHAIRMAN LEMAY: It's been moved and seconded

that the minutes be approved.

CHAIRMAN LEMAY: We shall call Case 11,599, which
is the Application of Gillespie-Crow for an allowable
reduction in Lea County, New Mexico.

At the request of the Applicant, it's been

requested that this case be dismissed, so it is the order
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of the Commission that Case Number 11,599 be dismissed.

CHAIRMAN LEMAY: We shall also take some final
action on Case 11,793, which is the Application of the 0il
Conservation Commission on its own motion to amend Rule
1104 of the General Rules and Regulations, requiring the
filing of C-104 forms for change of operators.

Is it your Intention to sign the order, take
final action on this, Commissioner Weiss?

COMMISSIONER WEISS: Yes.

CHAIRMAN LEMAY: And Commissioner Bailey, what's
your intention for 11,7937

COMMISSIONER BAILEY: I intend to sign it.

CHAIRMAN LEMAY: Thank you. I also intend to

sign that order.

CHAIRMAN LEMAY: The next case which is slated
for final action is Case 11,762, and it's the Application
of the 0il Conservation Division on its own motion to amend
Rule 111 of its General Rules and Regulations, which
simplifies the requirements for notice and administrative
approval for directionally drilled wells.

What is your intention on Case 11,762,

Commissioner Weiss?
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COMMISSIONER WEISS: I intend to sign that.
CHAIRMAN LEMAY: Thank you. Commissioner Bailey?
COMMISSIONER BAILEY: I also intend to sign that.
CHAIRMAN LEMAY: And I intend to sign the order

on 11,762.

CHAIRMAN LEMAY: Now, the final item is Case
11,705, and I shall call that case, the Application of the
0il Conservation Division to amend Order Number R-8170,
dealing with prorated pools in, I guess, northwest New
Mexico.

And Mr. Carroll, you have --

MR. CARROLIL: Yes -—-

CHAIRMAN LEMAY: Are you ready to present that?

MR. CARROLL: Yes, Rand Carroll, appearing on
behalf of the 0il Conservation Division.

This case was the subject of an application a few
months ago. Frank Chavez of the OCD Aztec Office was
appointed to put together a committee. Mr. Chavez in the
process of putting together that committee, and I would ask
that this case be continued for at least one month,
probably, till August, and then we can see what happens in
the next month, and ask that the suspension of testing be

continued that was previously granted.
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CHAIRMAN LEMAY: Okay. At the request of the
Applicant, Case Number 11,705 will be continued to the
August hearing date, the August -- I'm not either, but we
have a date in August already that's scheduled -- and that
the temporary rules be suspended for testing, or at least
be -- the ban on testing, the relief for testing San Juan
Basin wells be extended until final order. I think --
Yeah, the OCD case is the 14th of August, I think. That's
just an exact month from now. At that time we can always
extend it further if there's not enough --

MR. CARROLL: Uh-huh.

CHAIRMAN LEMAY: -- testimony.

Is there anything further to come before the
Commission?

COMMISSIONER BAILEY: No.

CHAIRMAN LEMAY: No? Okay.

(Off the record)

CHAIRMAN LEMAY: Okay, we'll look at our

calendars if we need to do something with that hearing

date.

Okay, short one. The Commission shall be
dismissed.

(Thereupon, these proceedings were concluded at
9:15 a.m.)
