I , John E. Miles, Governor of the State of New Mexico and Chairman of 

the New Mexico Oil Conservation Commission, after careful and diligent study of 

our o i l situation, feel that an incentive must be given the o i l operators of 

New Lfexico i n order to encourage them to wildcat for o i l , thereby increasing 

the underground o i l reserves of our State, 

I have found that over the past three years New Mexico has produced more 

o i l than we have discovered th.ereby reducing our reserves to a dangerously low 

point when we consider the fact that New Mexico and the United States are now 

being called upon to supply to a very large extent, the United Nations with 

the o i l , gasoline and lubricants needed to carry out effectively their war 

offensive. 

Therefore, I direct that this proclamation be sent to a l l o i l operators 

of New Mexico and ca l l a general meeting to discuss this subject beginning at 

10 A.M., November 14, 1942, at the State Capitol, Santa Fe, New Mexico.
