the f o r t y acres i n the northeast quarter of the northeast quarter 

owned by Aztec t o form an orthodox gas proration u n i t . This i s i r 

the Blinebry Pool and the Aztec-Dauron w e l l , which i s located on tjhe 

40 acre t r a c t , i s a duly completed w e l l . Under those circumstanced 

we w i l l j u s t accept our one-fourth allowable and attempt to get a 

unit worked out with Continental, and as soon as possible, i n orde'r 

that we w i l l have a ret r o a c t i v e f u l l allowable t o the f i r s t production. 

MR. WHITE: You want the case dismissed or continued then? 

MR. DAVIS: I n view of the fact our application asks f o r only 

a f o r t y acre unorthodox u n i t we would have t o come back anyway anc 

ask f o r a f u l l 160 acre proration u n i t and would get i t automatically 

i f we are able to communitize. As I understand i t that i f we are 

successful i n doing that during t h i s proration period then we get 
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the f u l l 160 acre allowable from the w e l l commencing January 1 s t . 

MR. MACY: That i s what the r u l e says. 

MR. DAVIS: That i s my understanding, we ask t h a t the case 

he dismissed under the circumstances. 

MR. SPURRIER: I s there any o b j e c t i o n ? Ve w i l l dismiss Ca£e 

G22, and move on t o Case G23. Uo you want t o combine 624? 

MR. DAVIS: Fine, G23 and 624.
