located on the proposed unit could drain 20 acres.

IT 15 THEREFORE ORDERED:

That the application of the Toxas Company foxr an order
granting a 320 acre non-standard gas proration unit comprising
the E/2 of Section 19, Township 22 South, Range 38 East, Tubb Gas
Puyol, Lea County, New Mexico, be and the same hersehy is denied.
