ORDER OF THE COMMISSION 

BT THE COMMISSION: 

This cause came on for bearing at 9 o'clock a.m. on 
January 9, 1957, at Santa Fe, Mow Mexico, before Warren W. Mankin, 
Examiner duly appointed by tno Mow Mexico Oil Conservation Con-
Mission, hereinafter referred to as tbo "Consiiasion," in accordance 
with Rul« 1214 of tbo Commission Rules and Regulations. 

MOW, oa tbia <6 day of April 1957, tbo Commission, a 
quorum being present, having considered tbo application, tbo evidence 
adduced, and tbo rocommoadations of tbo Examiner, Warren W. Mankin, 
and boing fully advised in tbo promises, 

FINDS: 

(!) That duo public notice having boon given as 
required by law, tbo Commission has jurisdiction of this case and 
tho subject matter thereof. 

(2) That tbo applicants, Graridge Corporation, Gulf 
Oil Corporatioa, and Groat Western Drilling Company, propose to 
institute a pilot water flood operation in tbo Queen formation 
underlying certain of their leases ia a l l or part of Section 31, 
Township 12 South, Raago 32 East, aad Sections S aad S, Township XI 
South, Raago 22 East, Caprock-Queen Pool, Lea County, Now Mexico. 

(3) That tbo applicants propose to accomplish the said 
flooding operation by moans of water injection through six of tboli 
wells located ia tbo S/2 of Section 31, Township 12 South, Range 
32 East, tbo ME/4 of Section 6 aad tbo NW/4 of Section 5, Township 
13 South, Raago 32 East, NMPM, Lea County, Now Mexico. 

(4) That tho applicants have obtained authority from 
tho State Engineer for tho State of Now Mexico to use fresh water 
in limited quantities until June 30, 1958, for tho operation of 
tho subjoot pilot water flood project. 
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<5) Teat the proposed program for secondary recovery 
will promote conservation aad toad to prevent wast* through the 
productioa of o i l which might net otherwise bo recovered. 

(6) That tbo progress ef tbo secondary recovery 
program s*fcould bo reported periodically to tho Commission. 

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED: 

1. That tho application of Graridge Corporation, Gulf 
Oil Corpora**©*, aad Groat Western Drilling Company for permission 
to institute a pilot water flood i a the Queen formation of tho 
Caprock-Queen Pool underlying a l l oar portions of Section 31, Town­
ship 12 South, Raago 32 East, Sections S aad 3 of Township 13 
South, Raago 32 East, NMPM, Lea Couaty, Now Mexico, bo aad tho 
same i s hereby granted. 

2. That tho followiag wells bo and tho same are hereby 
approved as water injection wells i a tho above Pilot Water Flood 
Project:

Graridge-Livermore Maxwell State "G" 
Weil No. 3 

Graridgo-Livormore Maxwell State "G' 
Well No. 7 

Graridge-Manry State "A" No. 2
