This cause came OB fer hearing at & o'clock a.is. on 
February 26, 1958, at Santa Fe, lev Mexico, before Elvis A* tits, 
Examiner duly appointed by the New Mexico Oil Conservation Com­
mission, hereinafter referred to as the "Commission,'' in accordance 
with Bale 1214 of the Commission Bales and Regulations. 

MOW, on this / 3 ~ day of Mareh, 1058, the Commission, a 
quorum being present, having considered the application, the evidence 
adduced, and the recommendations of the Examiner, 11vis A. Ut2, 
and being fully advised i a the premises, 

FINDS: 

(1) That due public notice having been given as required 
by law, the Commission has jurisdiction of this cause aad the 
subject matter thereof. 

(2) That the applicant i s the ovner aad operator of the 
following-described o i l aad gas leases in the Monument Pool, to-wit; 

Cooper **AM Lease NW/4 NE/4 section 4, 
Cooper "B" Lease N/2 NW/4 and iW/4 NW/4 Section 4, 

a l l in Township 20 South, Range 37 last, NMPM, Lea County, New 
Mexico. 

(3) That there are four o i l wells completed in the 
Monument Oil Pool oa the above-described leases, oae on the said 
Cooper "A" Lease and three oa the said Cooper "B" Lease, 

(4) That the ownership in both the above-described leases 
i s common throughout. 

(5) That the applicant proposes to commingle the production 
from both of the above-described leases i a a common tank battery 
located on the said Cooper "B" Lease, aad that the applicaat 
proposes to allocate the production to each of the said wells oa 
the basis of periodic well tests. 

(6) That approval of the subject application will not 
cause waste nor impair correlative rights. 
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(7) That the suhject application should be approved* 

IT is wmmmmm ORDERED: 

(1) That the applicant, Shell Oil Coapany, he and the 
same is hereby authorised to commingle the produotion from a l l 
wells completed in the Monument Pool oa the following-described 
leases: 

Cooper "A" Leas© MW/4 NE/4 Section 4, 
Cooper "B" Lease N/2 KW/4 aad SW/4 m/4 Section 4, 

al l in Township 20 South, Raage 37 East, XMPM, Lea County, lew 
Mexico. 

(2) That the applicant shall allocate the production to 
each well on the above-described leases oa the basis of monthly 
weil tests, the reports of which shall he made available to the 
Commission upon request.
