Gentlemen: 

By t h i s l e t t e r of application, The Texas Company wishes 
to state the f o l l o w i n g : 

(a) That The Texas Company, C. H. Weir "B", Well No. 1 
is located at p o s i t i o n "H", SE/4 NE/4 Section 11, T-20-S, 
R-37-E and i s completed at a plugged back t o t a l depth of 
6898 fee t . The attached Exhibit "A" shows the location 
of the subject w e l l on the C. H. Weir "B" lease with the 
location of a l l o f f s e t wells. 

(b) That the subject well has 5|-inch casing set at 8000 
feet and cemented with 750 sacks of cement which extends 
behind the pipe to the surface. The well i s to be an o i l -
o i l dual having open the i n t e r v a l 6856 to 6896 feet from 
the Drinkard formation i n the Skaggs Drinkard O i l Pool, 
and the i n t e r v a l to -§|35>§. £ e e' t fro™ the Glorieta form­
ation i n the Undes^grfe&ed^l&rieta O i l Pool. 

(c) That the applicant proposes to dually complete the 
we l l i n the following manner: 

(1) Set a production type packer below the 
upper perforations at approximately 6830 feet 
to separate the two pay zones. 
(2) Produce the Skaggs Drinkard o i l through 
a s t r i n g of tubing which w i l l extend through 
the packer and produce the Glorieta o i l through 
a s t r i n g of tubing which w i l l be run i n the 
annular space between the o i l casing s t r i n g and 
the large tubing s t r i n g to a point as nearly 
opposite the Glorieta perforations as possible 
The production of the two o i l zones would thus 
be through separate tubing s t r i n g s . 
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(d) That the granting of this application for permission to 
produce the subject well, as a dual completion, is in the 
interest of conservation and the protection of correlative 
rights. 

(e) That the applicant will comply with a l l rules and 
regulations of the New Mexico Oil Conservation Commission 
to maintain separation of production from the two pay 
zones. 

(f) That the manner and method of the proposed dual com­
pletion i s mechanically feasible and practical. 

(g) That by copy of this letter of application, a l l offset 
operators are notified by registered mail of the proposed 
dual completion. 

Therefore, The Texas Company respectfully requests that the Oil 
Conservation Commission set for hearing this application. The Texas 
Company further requests that said hearing be set on the f i r s t avail­
able docket, either before an examiner or before the Commission at 
its regular monthly hearings.

ORDER OF THE COMMISSION 

BY THE COMMISSION: 

This cause came on f o r hearing at 9 o 'c lock a . m . , on November 20, 1957, 
at Santa Fe , New Mex ico , before E l v i s A . Utz s Examiner duly appointed by the New 
Mexico O i l Conservation Commiss ion , here inaf te r r e f e r r e d to as the " C o m m i s s i o n , " 
i n accordance w i t h Rule 1214 of the Commiss ion Rules and Regulations. 

NOW, on this 6 t h . day of January, 1958, the Commiss ion , a quorum 
being present , having considered the appl ica t ion , the evidence adduced and the r e ­
commendations of the Examiner E l v i s A . Utz, and being f u l l y advised i n the p remises , 

FINDS: 

(1) That due public notice having been given as requ i red by law, the 
Commiss ion has j u r i s d i c t i o n of this cause and the subject mat te r thereof. 

(2) That the appl icant , The Ohio O i l Company, seeks p e r m i s s i o n to dual ly 
complete i ts Ber tha B a r b e r Wel l No. 9, located 1980 feet f r o m the Nor th l ine and 560 
feet f r o m the West l ine of Section 5, Township 20 South, Range 3 7 East , N M P M , Lea 
County, New Mexico , i n such a manner that o i l may be produced f r o m the Monument -
B l i n e b r y Pool and the Monument-Paddock Pool . 

(3) That the applicant proposes to use p a r a l l e l s t r ings of 2-1/16 inch 
H y d r i l "CS" jo in t tubing to accompl i sh the above-described dual complet ion . 

(4) That the applicant should be pe rmi t t ed to dual ly complete the said 
Ber tha Barbe r Wel l No. 9 i n the proposed manner . 

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED: 
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the s t ra ta , and a special r epo r t of p roduct ion , ga s -o i l r a t io or gas - l iqu id r a t i o , and 
r e s e r v o i r pressure de te rmina t ion f o r each producing zone or s t r a t u m immediately-
fo l lowing comple t ion . 

IT IS FURTHER ORDERED, That j u r i s d i c t i o n of this cause is hereby r e ­
tained by the Commiss ion f o r such f u r t h e r o rder or orders as may seem necessary 
or convenient f o r the prevent ion of waste and /or p ro tec t ion of c o r r e l a t i v e r igh ts ; upon 
f a i l u r e of applicant to comply w i t h any requi rement of this o rde r a f t e r proper notice 
and hearing the Commiss ion may te rmina te the au thor i ty hereby granted and requi re 
applicant or i t s successors and assigns to l i m i t i ts ac t iv i t i e s to regular single-zone 
product ion i n the interes ts of conservat ion.
