volved. That the matter i s s t i l l under active consideration and u n t i l 

such negotiations have been exhausted, or reasonably exhausted, Gulf 

seeks to avoid the necessity of asking the O i l Conservation Commission 

to determine the a l l o c a t i o n of investment costs necessarily involved i n 

any force pooling order. 

4. That pending the negotiations and settlement of a communi­

t i z a t i o n agreement, a l l of which are being carried on i n good f a i t h , 

Gulf O i l Corporation r e s p e c t f u l l y submits that the SW/4 SE/4 of Section 

23, above described should not be rendered non-productive by the ipso 

facto termination of Order No. R-1726, f o r such r e s u l t would not be i n 

conformity with the protection of c o r r e l a t i v e r i g h t s . 

5. That i n the event negotiations have not resulted i n a 

presentable plan of communitization, before the expiration of 120 days 

from August 4, 1962, Gulf O i l Corporation w i l l either f i l e an applica­

t i o n f o r the forced pooling of the SW/4 SE/4 of Section 23 with the 

remaining lands i n the SE/4 of Section 23, Township 22 South, Range 37 

East, or seek a f u r t h e r extension of Order No. R-1726, i f the same 

appears to be warranted under the circumstances then e x i s t i n g .

period not to exceed 120 days from August k, 1962, or such further order 

or extensions as i t may deem appropriate.
