FINDS:

(1) That due public notice having been given as required by
law, the Commission has jurisdiction of this cause and the subject
matter therecf,

(2) That the applicant, Texaco Inc., seeks permission to
institute a waterflcod project in the Langlie-Mattix Pool by the
injection of water into the Queen formation through two injection
wells in Bection 21, Township 24 South, Range 37 East, NMPM, Lea
County, New Mexico.

(3) That the wells in the project area are in an advanced
state of depletion and should properly be classified as ™“stripper"”
wells.

| (4) That the proposed waterflood project should result in
the recovery of ctherwise unrecoverable o0il, thereby preventing
waste.
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(5) That the subject application should be approved and the

project should be governed by the provisions of Rules 701, 702, ang

702 of tha Commission Rulee and Regulations.
IT Ig ORDERED s
(1) That the applicant, Texaco Inc., is hereby authorized

to institute a waterflood project in the Langlie-Mattix Pool by
the injection of water into the Queen formation through the

following~dsscribed wells in Section 21, Township 24 South, Range

37 Bast, NMPM, Lea County, New Mexico:

J. F. Black Well No. 7 to be located 1310 feat

from the North line and 2626 feet from the
West line.

J. F. Black Well Mo. ¢ to be located 2630 feet
from the North line and 1340 feet from the
West line.

(2) That the subject waterflood project shall be governed
by the provisions of Ruleg 701, 702, and 703 of the Commission
Rules and Regulations.

{3) That monthly progress reports of the waterflood project
herein authorized shall be submitted to the Commission in accord-
ance with Rules 704 and 1120 of the Commission Rules and Regula~
tions.

{4) That jurisdiction of this cause is retained for the
entry of such further orders as the Commission may deem neces-
