Application of Monsanto Company for a dual completion, Eddy 
County, New Mexico. Applicant, i n the above-styled cause, seeks 
approval of the dual completion (conventional) of i t s Dagger 
Draw Well No. 1, located i n Unit 0 of Section 6, Township 20 
South, Range 25 East, Eddy County, New Mexico, to produce gas 
from the Strawn and Morrow formations through the casing-tubing 
annulus and through tubing, respectively.

County, New Mexico. Applicant, i n the above-styled cause, seeks

Applicant, i n the above-styled cause, 
seeks a review of the Commission's Directive of August 27, 1964, 
prohibiting the disposal of produced s a l t water i n unlined p i t s 
after November 1, 1964, i n the Linda-San Andres Pool and adjacent 
areas i n Townships 6 and 7 South, Range 26 East, Chaves County, 
New Mexico. Applicant s p e c i f i c a l l y requests an extension of the 
November 1st deadline and a determination that s a l t water d i s ­
posal i n unlined p i t s i n Sections 26, 27, and 34, Township 7 
South, Range 26 East, among other areas, does not constitute 
a hazard to fresh waters and should be excepted from the Com­
mission's directive.

Lea County, New Mexico. Said well would be dedicated to a 53-
acre non-standard unit comprising that portion of Lots 1 and 8 
of said Section 4 which i s productive from the O i l Center 
Blinebry Pool.

Applicant, i n the above-styled cause, 
seeks the establishment of special pool rules including a pro­
vision for 80-acre spacing and a gas-oil ratio of 6000 to 1 for 
the Monument-Tubb Pool i n Township 20 South, Range 37 East, Lea 
County, New Mexico.
