Applicant, i n the above-styled cause, seeks 
the promulgation of special pool rules for the Crosby-Fusselman 
Pool, Lea County, New Mexico, including a provision f o r c l a s s i f i ­
cation of o i l wells and gas wells, 80-acre spacing for o i l wells, 
320-acre spacing f o r gas wells, and a l i m i t i n g gas-oil r a t i o of 
5000 to one.
