County, New Mexico. Applicant, i n the ab ove—styled cause, seeks 
authority to commingle West Warren-Blinebry and East Skaggs-Drinkard 
production i n the wellbore of i t s SEMU Burger Well No. 21 located i n 
Unit 0 of Section 19, Township 20 South, Range 38 East, Lea County, 
New Mexico.

Application of Union O i l Company of California for a unit agreement, 
Lea County, New Mexico. Applicant, i n the above-styled cause, seeks 
approval of the Estacado Unit Area comprising 1280 acres, more or less, 
of State and fee lands i n Township 14 South, Range 35 East, Lea County, 
New Mexico.

Applicant, 
i n the above-styled cause, seeks the creation of a new o i l pool for 
Wolfcamp production for i t s South Empire Deep Unit Well No. 4 located 
i n Unit G , of Section 32, Township 17 South, Range 29 East, Eddy County, 
New Mexico, and for the promulgation of special pool rules therefor, 
including a provision for 80-acre spacing. Applicant further seeks the 
assignment of approximately 42,245 barrels of o i l discovery allowable 
to the aforesaid w e l l .

dedicated to a 320-acre non-standard gas proration u n i t comprising the 
N/2 of said Section 25.

Mexico. 

CASE 5223: Application of Continental O i l Company for a 320-acre non-standard gas 
proration u n i t , simultaneous dedication of acreage, and reinstatement of 
cancelled underproduction, Lea County, New Mexico.

North and East lines and 990 feet from the North l i n e and 1980 feet from 
the West l i n e , respectively, of said Section 17. Applicant further seeks 
the reinstatement of the underproduction which was cancelled November 1, 
1973, when the aforesaid proration unit was re c l a s s i f i e d to marginal status.
