CASE 5256: Application of Monsanto Company f o r d i r e c t i o n a l d r i l l i n g , Eddy County, 
New Mfexico. Applicant, i n the above-styled cause, seeks authority to 
plug back i t s Arco Federal Well No. 2 located 990 feet from the North 
l i n e and 2310 feet from the East l i n e of Section 13, Township 21 
South, Range 26 East, Burton Flats F i e l d , Eddy County, New Mexico, 
to a depth of 9314 feet and to set a whipstock and d i r e c t i o n a l l y 
d r i l l said w e l l i n such a manner as to bottom i t i n the Morrow 
formation w i t h i n a 50-foot radius of a point 660 feet from the North 
l i n e and 1980 feet from the East l i n e of said Section 13.
