Application of Robert E. Chandler Corporation for compulsory pooling, Lea County, 
New Mexico. Applicant, in the above-styled cause, seeks an order pooling a l l 
mineral interests from the surface to the base of the Granite Wash formation 
underlying the NE/4 SW/4 of Section 7, Township 22 South, Range 38 East, to be 
dedicated to a well to be d r i l l e d at a standard location thereon. Also to be 
considered w i l l be the cost of d r i l l i n g and completing said well and the 
allocation of the cost thereof as well as actual operating costs and charges for 
supervision, designation of applicant as operator of the well and a charge for 
ri s k involved in d r i l l i n g said well.
