Describe Area Affected and Cleanup Action Taken.*D CoP scraped up the wet material in the pasture and disposed of the soil at a NMOCD
approved facility. In accordance with NMOCD’s stipulations, the bermed area was scraped down to 1.5 ft bgs and a 30x30 fi, 40- mil liner
was installed at the base of the excavation. All excavated soil, a total of 120 cubic yards, was taken to a NMOCD approved facility for
disposal. A total of 180 cubic yards of top soil and 35 yards of base course were imported to the site to serve as backfill. A 5 point
composite of the imported soil was taken to a commercial laboratory for analysis and returned a chloride value 80 mg/kg.
