D. Waste water from living quaters will be drained into holes with a minium of 1Q',
These holes will be covered during drilling and will be back filled when the
well is completed. A Porto-John will pe Provided for the rig crews. This
equipment will be Properly maintained during the drilling and completion operations
and will be removed when all operations are complete,

E. Remaining drilling fluids will be allowed to €vaporate in the reserve pits until
the pits are dry enough to be brokenp out for furthed drying. If the drilling
fluids do not €vaporate in a reasonable time they will bpe hauled off by transports
Lo a state approve disposal site, Later pips will be broken out to speed drying.
Water produced during completion will be put in reserve Pits. 0il and condensate
produced will be Put in storage tanks and sold.
