14. The Unit will partially overlap with the spacing unit for the Government AC 13 Federal #005H 

Well (API # 30-015-40880), which is located in the S/2 N/2 of Section 13, Township 20 South, 

Range 28 East, and produces from the Russell; Bone Spring Pool (Code 52805).
