ORDER OF T}~ CO~,}~SSION

BY THE COmPreSSION:

This matter came on for hearing at 9:60 a.m. on March 20, 1952, at
Santa Fe, New Mexico, before the Oil Conservation Commission of New
Mexico, hereinafter referred to as the "Commission."

NOW, on this 15th day of April, 1952, the Commission, a quorum being
pres::nt, having considered the testimony adduc d and the exhibits received
at said hearing, and being fully advised in the prepises,

FINDS :

(1) That due !~ublic notice havin~ been ~iven as required bF law, t he Com-
mission has jurisdiction of this cause and the subject matter thereof.

(2) That the acreage, located in the Vacuum pool, Lea County, New
Mexico, the subject matter of the applicati, n herein, is all state-owned land
held in trust for the benefit of the common scho ls.

(3) That acreage which is the subject matter of the application 
conti :uous, and is held by the applicant under State Oil and Gas Leases B-2388
and B-1501.

(4) That by reason of common o~m:~rshir of both working and mineral
interests, practical convenience and economic benefit, and in the absence of
objection by the Co~T~issioner of Public Lands, exceotion to Rule 309 of the
Commission rul,~d should be granted.

IT IS THEREFOF/~ 0RDEP~D :

That ap!?!ication of Phillips Petroleum Company for an exception to l~ule
309 of this Commission, effective March 20, !952, be, and Ohe same hereby is
granted and approved, and that PhilliPS Petroieu~ Company and ?hi~!ips
Chemical Company, be, and they hereby are ~uthorized to establish, maintain
and operate a central tan~ battery for Philli~s Chemical Company wells Nos. 1
and 2, located respectively in the S,%/4 SE/I and NE//, SW/4 section 20, Town-
ship !7 South, Range 35 East, and well No. 3, located intthe NW/4 NW/4
section 29. Townshio 17 South. Ran~_~e 35 East only:
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PROVIDED, HO!~VER, That adequate tankage and other equipment
be extracted and maintained in connection with such central tank battery in
order that specific production from each well, and of future wells, can be
accurately determined at reasonable intervals, or upon request of the Com-
mission, and,

PROVIDED FLUIT~R, That no well now or hereafter connected with
such common tank battery be permitted to produce at a rate in excess of top
allowable as fixed for the Vacuum pool.

IT IS FUPTNg/7 OFf,D: That jurisdiction of this case be retained
for purpose of revocation or modification ~mder changing conditions.
