1. That it has jurisdiction of the case and the parties interested
therein, due notice of hearing having been regularly given; and

IT IS I~HEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That the exterior boundaries of sections 3 and i, T. 27N, R. 8W,
and all of sections 33 and 34, T. 28N, R. 8W, be, and they hereby are declared
to be the boundaries of the Largo pool (Mesaverde) hereby established, and
classified as a gas pool.

2. That W/2 section ll, and W/2 section 14, in Township 28N, Range lOW,~
be, and they are hereby added to and hereafter included within the boundaries
of Fulcher Basin-Kutz Canyon (Pictured Cliffs) gas pool as described by, and
classified in, Order No. R-13, Case No. 213.
