REGULATORY FRAMEWORK 

 

Depth to Groundwater:  According to the New Mexico State of Engineers Office, the nearest water data 

was greater than 1/2 of a mile away, and or data is greater than 25 years old.  Paragon recommended 

drilling a borehole to determine true DTW.  Atkins Drilling was subcontracted and drilled a borehole 

proving the depth of groundwater is greater than 100 feet BGS.  See Appendix A for details and the report 

filed with the State Office.   

 

 

RELEASE DETAILS 

 

This incident occurred due to the failure of the threads on a 2-inch steel line.  This resulted in the release 

of 5 bbls of mixed fluids.  A vacuum truck was dispatched and recovered 3.5 bbls of fluids.

REMEDIATION ACTIVITIES 

 

Energy Staffing LLC initially assessed this project.  They based their assessment and remediation criteria 

on the strictest closer criteria due to a lack of groundwater data.  They obtained soil samples, and then 

the project was given to Pima Environmental Services.  They also based their remediation activi ties on 

the strictest closure criteria.  After they cleaned the contamination and submitted a closure report, the 

report was denied, stating that S4 and S10 were not vertically delineated.  We determined that because 

we had new water data, we could move to close this incident. 

 

Paragon was given this project to aid in bringing it to closure.  After carefully reviewing the project, we 

determined to drill a borehole at the BC Federal Battery that was centrally located to provide further 

coverage for data. 

 

On October 10, 2022, Paragon and Atkins returned to the site with equipment and personnel and began 

drilling activities.  We drilled the hole to a total depth of 104 feet.  They were able to determine that the 

static water level was 102.8 feet.

After careful review, Paragon requests that the incident, NAPP2103541864, be closed.  Spur has 

complied with the applicable closure requirements.

Pima Environmental Services, LLC (Pima) has been contracted by Spur Energy Partners, LLC. (Spur) to perform a spill assessment, 
remediation, and submit this closure report for a crude oil/produced water mixed release that occurred at the HT 18 Federal #001 
(HT). The initial C-141 was submitted on February 4th, 2020 (Appendix C). This incident was assigned Incident ID NAPP2103541864, by 
the New Mexico Oil Conservation Division (NMOCD). 
 
Site Characterization 
 
The HT is located approximately four (4) miles southwest of Maljamar, NM. This spill site is in Unit M, Section 18, Township 17S, Range 
32E, Latitude 32.8295326 Longitude -103.8126678, Eddy County, NM. Figure 1 references a Location Map. 
 
Per the New Mexico Bureau of Geology and Mineral Resources, the geology is made up of Eolian and piedmont deposits. Interlayered 
eolian sands and piedmont-slope deposits along the eastern flank of the Pecos River valley, primarily between Roswell and Carlsbad. 
Typically capped by thin eolian deposits. The soil in this area is made up of Kermit Palomas fine sands and Kermit soils and Dune land, 
both of which have 0 to 12 percent slopes, according to the United States Department of Agriculture Natural Resources Conservation 
Service soil survey (Appendix B). The drainage courses in this area are excessively drained. There is a low potential for karst geology 
to be present around the HT (Figure 3). 

 
According to the New Mexico Office of the State Engineer, depth to the nearest groundwater in this area is 81 feet below grade surface 
(BGS). According to the United States Geological Survey (USGS), the nearest groundwater is 362 feet BGS. The closest waterway is a 
playa located approximately 20.6 miles to the west of this location. See Appendix A for referenced water surveys.

Release Information 

NAPP2103541864: On January 17th, 2020, Threads on a 2” steel line washed out causing the 5 BBLS Release. All fluid remained on the 
production pad. The total volume of fluid released was calculated to be approximately 2 barrels (bbls) of crude oil and 3 barrels (bbls) 
of produced water. A vacuum truck was able to recover approximately 3.5 bbls of total fluid. 

Site Assessment and Soil Sampling Results

Remediation Activities  

 
On February 21st, 2022, Pima mobilized personnel and equipment to conduct remedial activities and complete vertical delineation of 
S4, S5, and S10. We excavated the area to various depths collecting samples to verify all contaminated soil had been removed. The 
contaminated soil was hauled to an approved, lined disposal facility and clean backfill material was brought in. 
 
On February 25th, 2022, after sending a 48-hour notification, Pima returned to the site to collect confirmation samples of the treated 
area. The results of this sampling event can be found in the following data table.  Once all sample points were confirmed, backfill of 
the excavation began.
