1.0 SITE LOCATION AND BACKGROUND

The Chevron BOT CTB (Site) is located on private land, approximately 4.11 miles northeast of
Malaga, New Mexico in Unit J, Section 5, T24S-R29E at approximate GPS coordinates
32.246237, -104.006038.

On October 5, 2025, a release was discovered originating from a line located inside a synthetic
lined and bermed production equipment containment area, located in the northwestern portion of
the facility. An estimated 74 barrels (bbls) of crude oil were released. Upon discovery, immediate
action was taken to stop the release of fluids and a vacuum truck was dispatched to the Site to
recover all available fluids. The release resulted in impacts to the lined production equipment
containment area and overspray from the release impacted an off-pad pasture area located north
of the facility.

EOG engaged Ranger Environmental Services, LLC (Ranger) to assist in the assessment and
remediation efforts at the Site. On October 6, 2025, representatives of Ranger completed an
inspection of the Site and documented the areas impacted by the release.

As part of the initial response efforts, representatives for EOG removed pea gravel located in the
containment area situated above the liner material. During the pea gravel removal process, the
liner was observed to be in poor condition with numerous holes observed within the footprint of
the impacted area. Ranger personnel returned to the Site on October 16, 2025 to document the
liner conditions. During the inspection it was observed that release fluids had impacted soils below
the liner.

Ranger personnel returned to the Site on October 22, 2025 to assess the extent of vertical impacts
below the liner and in the observed over-spray area to the north of the facility. Utilizing a hand
auger, a total of seven soil borings were completed at the Site. During the boring installation
process, soil samples were collected for laboratory analysis.

Based on the observed liner condition and findings of the assessment activities, the production
equipment staged in the area was removed to allow for remedial operations. On October 28,
2025, removal of the liner and remedial soil removal operations were initiated at the Site. From
October 28, 2025 to December 17, 2025, remedial soil removal operations and confirmation soll
sampling were completed at the Site.
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Upon completion of the remedial efforts at the Site, a Ranger prepared Site Characterization,
Assessment, Remediation, and Closure Report, dated December 22, 2025 (Initial Remediation
Closure Report) was submitted to the NMOCD requesting closure of the incident. On January 2,
2026, the NMOCD responded in denial of the Initial Remediation Closure Report. The associated
denial correspondence referenced three sample locations lacking delineation of elevated soill
concentrations and noted that the chain-of-custody documentation associated with confirmation
soil samples had erroneously indicated that the samples were collected as grab samples. On
January 5, 2026, Ranger personnel discussed the noted issues with Mr. Michael Buchanan of the
NMOCD. During the conversation, Ranger personnel explained that the confirmation soil samples
were collected in accordance with NMAC 19.15.29.12 as five-part composite samples
representative of no more than 200 square feet; however, the sampling type was mislabeled as
grab samples on the chain-of-custody documentation. Additional assessment confirmation
sampling completed for areas in question was also discussed, where initial assessment elevated
concentrations were observed at a depth of four feet below ground surface (bgs). It was explained
that during remediation activities, two of the referenced areas were found to be below the NMAC
19.15.29.12 Table 1 Criteria at shallower depths. It was also detailed that excavation had been
completed beyond the referenced depth at the third location in question. Based on the January 5,
2025 conversation, it was agreed that revised laboratory reports reflecting the correct sampling
methodology would be obtained, additional assessment sampling in areas in questions would be
completed, and the preparation of a revised closure report were prepared and submitted to the
NMOCD.

Based on the January 5, 2026 discussion with NMOCD representatives, revised laboratory
reports were obtained, and additional assessment was completed in areas of question on January
7, 2026. The following report has been prepared to provide full details of the completed additional
assessment, as well as to provide full details of the site characterization, and remedial efforts.

A Topographic Map and Area Map noting the location of the subject Site and surrounding areas,
and Site maps illustrating the Site features, remediation areas, and sampling locations are
provided in the Figures section.

2.0 SITE CHARACTERIZATION

2.1 Depth-to-Groundwater

Ranger personnel reviewed data available from the U.S. Geological Survey (USGS) and the New
Mexico Office of the State Engineer (NMOSE) to determine the depth-to-groundwater in the
vicinity of the Site. Based upon the USGS and NMOSE information available, no water wells are
located within a half-mile of the Site. Upon review for wells located outside the NMOCD desired
half-mile radius depth-to-groundwater measurements in range from 26 to 36 feet bgs.

Based on the available information for the area, depth-to-groundwater appears to be less than 50
feet.

A copy of the reviewed depth-to-groundwater information is provided in Attachment 1.
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2.2 Wellhead Protection Area

As described above, the USGS and NMOSE well records indicate that no water sources are
located within a half-mile of the Site. Upon review of the National Wetland Inventory, the impact
area does not lie within 300 feet of a mapped feature.

The Site is not located within a 100-year floodplain and sits in an area of minimal flood hazard.
The Site area is located within an area of “Medium Karst” probability.

2.3 Distance to Nearest Significance Watercourse

Based upon available online resources, the closest significant water course, “Harroun Ditch”, is
located approximately 0.74 miles northwest of the Site are located within a half-mile of the site.
Additionally, the Pecos River is located approximately 1.55 miles northwest of the Site.

2.4 Applicable Requlatory Criteria

Based upon the Site characterization details and per NMAC 19.15.29.12, the completed
assessment and confirmation soil samples were compared to the 19.15.29.12 NMAC Table 1
(groundwater <50 feet) criteria (Table 1 Criteria). Additionally, the remediation activities were
completed to bring the surface to four-foot soil horizon into compliance with the Restoration,
Reclamation and Re-Vegetation Criteria (Restoration Criteria) detailed in NMAC 19.15.29.13.
The regulatory criteria are summarized below:

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3.0 SITE ASSESSMENT

3.1 Impact Area Documentation & Liner Inspection

Upon notification of the release, Ranger personnel mobilized to the Site on October 6, 2025 to
document the extent of the impacts. Upon arrival, representatives of EOG were in the process of
removing the pea gravel located inside the lined production equipment containment area. Using
a GPS unit capable of submeter accuracy, Ranger documented the horizontal extent of observed
impacts from the release. The documented impact area is depicted in the attached Assessment
Sample Location Map.

During the pea gravel removal process, it was observed that the liner was in poor condition and
that numerous holes were present. On October 16, 2025, Ranger personnel returned to the Site
to document the liner conditions. During the inspection, holes in the liner were observed and
Ranger noted that the released fluids impacted soils below the lined production area and that
assessment/remediation would be necessary.

3.2 Impact Site Assessment

To determine the vertical extent of impacts associated with the incident, representatives of Ranger
mobilized to the Site on October 22, 2025 to complete assessment activities. The assessment
process included the installation of seven hand auger soil borings located in both the on and off
pad impact areas. At the time of the assessment, the liner material was still in place and the
removal of production equipment from the impacted on-pad area to allow for remedial operations
was ongoing. To assess the impacts below the liner, five of the soil borings were completed in
locations where damage/holes in the liner were observed and where the most significant impacts
were anticipated to be located. Two soil borings were completed in the area north of the
pad/production battery area to evaluate the vertical extent of impacts in the area. The seven soil
borings were completed a terminal depth of approximately four feet bgs.

During the hand auger installation process, Ranger personnel collected soil samples at the
surface and approximate one-foot intervals to the terminal depth of each boring for field screening
purposes. The field screening of the encountered soils was conducted utilizing an organic vapor
monitor (OVM) and field chloride titration kit. Field readings collected by Ranger during the
assessment process indicated that hydrocarbon impacts and elevated soil chloride
concentrations were present within the impacted area.

To further assess the conditions of the impacted soil, samples were collected for laboratory
analysis at each boring location. The samples were collected at the depth interval that exhibited
the highest level of impact (based on field readings) as well as from the terminal depth of each
boring. The soil samples were subsequently submitted to Cardinal Laboratories in Hobbs, New
Mexico, for analysis of total petroleum hydrocarbons (TPH) using Environmental Protection
Agency (EPA) Method 8015; benzene, toluene, ethylbenzene, and total xylenes (BTEX) using
EPA Method 8021; and total chloride using Method SM 4500.

Upon review of the assessment laboratory results, the results appeared to have delineated the
vertical extent of impacts in the area. However, as detailed below, remedial soil removal
operations to greater depths was ultimately necessary due to observed field conditions and
confirmation soil sample analytical results.
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An Assessment Sample Location Map is included in the Figures section which depicts the
observed impact area and assessment sample locations. A table summarizing the results of the
soil samples collected during the site assessment activities is included in the Tables section.

4.0 SITE REMEDIATION

41 Impacted Soil Removal Operations and Confirmation Soil Sampling

In order to address the impacts associated with the release, soil removal operations were
completed from October 28, 2025 to December 17, 2025. Due to the presence of the synthetic
liner material and various production equipment located in the on-pad impact area, removal of
equipment/liner was necessary to adequately address the impacts associated with the release.
As such, soil removal operations were initiated in the off-pad impact area and once the
equipment/liner had been removed, operations transferred to on-pad impact area.

During the excavation process, Ranger personnel collected field readings utilizing an OVM and
field chloride titration kit to guide the excavation boundaries and depths. Upon completion of the
soil removal operations, the excavation had maximum dimensions of approximately 182 feet by
130 feet and a maximum depth of approximately 12 feet bgs.

Upon reaching boundaries which appeared to have attained the site closure criteria based upon
the field screening results, cleanup confirmation soil samples were then collected for laboratory
analysis in accordance with NMAC 19.15.29.12 Subsection D as five-point composite samples
representative of no more than 200 square feet. The samples were collected and managed using
standard QA/QC and chain-of-custody procedures. Ranger personnel wore new nitrile gloves
while handling each sample in order to prevent cross-contamination of samples. Prior to each
cleanup confirmation soil sampling event, appropriate notice was provided to the NMOCD in
accordance with NMAC 19.15.29.12 (D). Copies of the notifications are attached.

A total of four cleanup confirmation soil sampling events were ultimately conducted to verify the
field readings and confirm whether or not the site closure criteria had been attained. In the event
that a cleanup confirmation soil sampling results indicated that the site closure criteria had not
been attained, then additional over-excavation and re-sampling of those areas was conducted.

All collected soil samples were containerized in sterile, laboratory-suppled containers and were
subsequently sealed in one or more zip lock bags and stored in a sample shuttle containing ice
until arrival at the laboratory for chemical analysis. All sample containers were labeled with the
project name, sample identification, date and time of sample collection, and samplers’ initials.
Chain-of-custody forms were completed to document sample transport to the analytical
laboratory. Upon collection, all soil samples were submitted to Cardinal Laboratories in Hobbs,
New Mexico for analysis of TPH, BTEX, and total chloride using the aforementioned laboratory
methods.

As previously referenced, during the completion of the confirmation sampling, the sample type
was erroneously marked as being grab samples while they were actually collected in the above
referenced methodology as five-part composite samples. Upon discovery of the issue, Cardinal
Laboratories was contacted and revised versions of the reports amended to reflect the correct
sample type were obtained. The associated laboratory analytical reports including chain-of-
custody documentation are attached.
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A Final Excavation Area and Confirmation Sample Location Map is included in the Figures section
which depicts the extent and depths of the excavated area and the cleanup confirmation soil
sampling locations.

4.2 Final Confirmation Sample Results

Upon review of the final confirmation sample results, all areas have been brought into attainment
of the NMAC 19.15.29.12 Table 1 Depth-to-Groundwater <50 feet criteria as well as the
Restoration, Reclamation and Re-Vegetation criteria detailed in NMAC 19.15.29.13. A
comprehensive sample results table summarizing the laboratory sample results for all samples
collected during the remediation process is attached. Any results presented with a “strikethrough”
indicate that those sample areas were further over-excavated and resampled. Copies of the
laboratory analytical reports including chain-of-custody documentation are attached.

4.3 Confirmation Assessment Activities and Laboratory Analytical Results

As previously referenced, in the NMOCD denial of the Initial Remediation Closure Report, three
locations included in the initial assessment process were referenced. The three locations (HA-2,
HA-4, and HA-6) were noted to have elevated soil TPH or chloride concentrations at a depth
of four feet bgs and referenced that remediation had not been completed to appropriate depths.
During the January 5, 2026 call with Mr. Buchanan, it was clarified that remediation in sample
location HA-2 had actually been completed to a depth of approximately 12 feet bgs, and
confirmation soil sampling in and surrounding the area documented concentrations were within
the applicable Table 1 Criteria. Additionally, it was explained that remediation in the HA-4 and
HA-6 areas were completed as detailed above, and that the observed concentrations at depth
were believed to associated with cross contamination from overlying impacts present at the time
of the assessment. To confirm that no elevated concentrations were present at the locations, it
was agreed that additional assessment sampling would be completed at the locations.

OnJanuary 7, 2026, Ranger personnel returned to the Site to complete the additional confirmation
assessment sampling. In order to assess the areas in question, test excavations were completed
in the immediate vicinity of the HA-4 and HA-6 locations. Additionally, a test excavation was
completed in the HA-7 location, as the completion of remediation activities in the area was
guestioned in the NMOCD response. Ranger personnel collected soil samples at approximate
one-foot intervals beginning at one foot below the current area excavation depth and to the
terminal depth of each test excavation at four feet bgs. Field screening of the collected samples
was conducted utilizing an OVM and field chloride titration kit. The field readings collected
indicated that no elevated chloride or hydrocarbon concentrations were present at the locations.

To further assess the conditions of the soils, the samples collected were submitted for laboratory
analysis. The soil samples were containerized in sterile, laboratory-suppled containers and were
subsequently sealed in one or more zip lock bags and stored in a sample shuttle containing ice
until arrival at the laboratory for chemical analysis. All sample containers were labeled with the
project name, sample identification, date and time of sample collection, and samplers’ initials.
Chain-of-custody forms were completed to document sample transport to the analytical
laboratory. Upon collection, all soil samples were submitted to Cardinal Laboratories in Hobbs,
New Mexico for analysis of TPH, BTEX, and total chloride using the aforementioned laboratory
methods.

Upon review of the laboratory analytical results, all samples collected were noted to have BTEX
and TPH concentrations below the laboratory detection limits and well within the applicable Table
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1 and Reclamation Criteria. Additionally, the samples were also documented to have chloride
concentrations within the Table 1 and Reclamation Criteria for chloride.

Based on the results of the additional confirmation assessment activities, no soil exhibiting
elevated concentrations appear to remain in the subject locations. The results further support the
fact the elevated concentrations observed at depth were associated with cross contamination
from overlying soils impacted from the release.

The results of the additional confirmation assessment activities are provided in summary form in
the attached Site Assessment Soil Sample BTEX (EPA 8260), TPH (EPA 8015) & Chloride (SM
4500) Analytical Data. The locations of the addition confirmation assessment test excavations
are depicted in the attached Assessment Sample Location Map.

5.0 SITE CLOSURE

51 Site Backfill & Re-seeding

Based on the cleanup confirmation soil sample analytical results, the excavated areas will be
backfilled with clean fill material in accordance with NMAC 19.15.29.12 and NMAC 19.15.29.13.
As the remaining facility pad area is still in operation, the on-pad impact/remediation area will be
reconstructed to allow for continued use for production operations. The off-pad
impact/remediation area will undergo backfill and reclamation activities to bring the area back to
pre-disturbance conditions. Re-vegetation efforts in the off-pad impact/remediation area will be
completed in accordance with NMAC 19.15.29.13. The off-pad impact/remediation area will be
seeded with the Bureau of Land Management (BLM) Seed Mixture 1 for Loamy Sites. A copy of
the seed mixture is attached.

On December 17, 2025, Ranger personnel collected five-part composite samples from topsail
and caliche material designated for use as backfill at the Site. Upon collection, the samples were
submitted to Cardinal Laboratories in Hobbs, New Mexico for analysis of BTEX, TPH, and total
chloride using the aforementioned laboratory methods. The samples collected from the backfill
topsoil and caliche source were documented to contain nondetectable BTEX and TPH
concentrations, and concentrations of chloride within the NMAC 19.15.29.13 criteria. A copy of
the laboratory analytical reports and associated chain-of-custody documentation are attached.

Upon completion of the re-vegetation efforts, a site reclamation report will be prepared and
submitted to the NMOCD.

5.2 Closure Request

Based on the results of the cleanup confirmation soil sample analytical results, the Site has been
properly addressed pursuant to NMAC 19.15.29 and EOG Resources Inc. respectfully requests
closure of the incident.

The revegetation report will need to include: An 1/23/2026
executive summary of the revegetation activities including: Seed mix, Method of seeding, dates of when the release area was reseeded,
information pertinent to inspections, information about any amendments added to the soil, information on how the vegetative cover established
meets the life-form ratio of plus or minus fifty percent of pre-disturbance levels and a total percent plant cover of at least seventy percent of pre-
disturbance levels, excluding noxious weeds per 19.15.29.13 D.(3) NMAC, and any additional information; a scaled Site Map including area that
was revegetated in square feet; and pictures of the revegetated areas during reseeding activities, inspections, and final pictures when
revegetation is achieved.
michael.buchanan | A revegetation report will not be accepted until revegetation of the release area, including areas reasonably needed for production or drilling 1/23/2026
activities, is complete and meet the requirements of 19.15.29.13 NMAC. Areas not reasonably needed for production or drilling activities will still
need to be reclaimed and revegetated as early as practicable.
michael.buchanan | Per 19.15.29.13 E. NMAC, if a reclamation and revegetation report has been submitted to the surface owner, it may be used if the requirements of 1/23/2026
the surface owner provide equal or better protection of freshwater, human health, and the environment. A copy of the approval of the reclamation
and revegetation report from the surface owner and a copy of the approved reclamation and revegetation report will need to be submitted to the
OCD via the Permitting website.
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
