The Report indicates that vadose zone soil chloride concentrations
in Cell G have exceeded background concentrations. Therefore, please submit a response action plan,
including, but not limited to, additional chloride samples in the vadose zone (e.g., at depths of 3°-4’ and 4°-57)
in G-1, G-3 and G-4. Also, the plan should include discontinuance of the acceptance of additional soils at Cell
G until the chloride concentrations are at or below the background concentrations. Please submit the plan to the
OCD for review and approval within 45 days.
