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EXAMINER BROOKS: We will call the docket to
order.

Is Phillip Brewer here?

MR. BRUCE: He's not here, Mr. Examiner. He
did enter an appearance in the case, and I was going to
note that on the record.

EXAMINER BROOKS: Yeah. He entered an
appearance in the application of Mewbourne 0il Company
for a non-standard spacing unit and compulsory pooling
with no cause number. And most of the cases on the
docket are for applications of non-standard spacing
units and compulsory pooling.

MR. BRUCE: 1It's 14607.

EXAMINER BROOKS: Pardon me?

MR. BRUCE: It's 14607.

EXAMINER BROOKS: 14607, okay. We'll get it
in the proper file.
