17 South, Range 27 East, N.M.P.M., and Section 18 of Township 17 South, Range 28 East, N.M.P.M., identified in
Commission Order No. R-12913-E. Applicant requests that Case No. 14055 be re-opened to allow applicant to
provide evidence of its compliance with Division reporting obligations and financial assurance requirements, and
that the Division enter an order granting applicant further time to bring wells into compliance before they are
plugged by the Division.
