3. Applicant proposes to dedicate the N 1/2 of
Section 6 to the well.

4. A well at this unorthodox location will better
enable the Applicant to produce gas underlying the proration

unit.



5. Approval of the unorthodox location will be in the

interests of conservation, prevention of waste and protection

of correlative rights.
