In reference to the well as captioned above, we are r e s p e c t f u l l y 
requesting that the well be c l a s s i f i e d as a hardship gas well under 
Rule 409 and/or Rule 410. 

The purchaser/gatherer on t h i s well i s El Paso Natural Gas. The 
gathering system pressure now exceeds our contract l i m i t a t i o n . El paso 
Natura; Cas Ccnpany has raised and lowered t h e i r l i n e pressure on numer­
ous occassions over the past twelve months to a point that t h i s w e l l ( i ) 
w i l l no longer produce or (2) a f t e r being shut-in the well when opened 
cones water out of the r e s e r v o i r which k i l l s the w e l l . I f t n i s well i s 
allowed to produce on a continual oasis the coning of water does not take 
place i n the reservoir ano tne well w i l l continue to flow. On a non-
flowing well t h i s s i t u a t i o n has caused a 100% loss of revenue and has 
caused gas to be l e f t i n the reservoir never to be recovered which 
c o n s t i t u t e s waste of hydrocarbons. 

Enclosed please f i n d our bottom hole diagram of the w e l l . No down-
hole problems are indicated i n t h i s well and remedial work i s not i n d i ­
cated do«nhole. The use of smallbore tuhing, plunger l i f t s or rod pump­
ing u n i t s would not be e f f e c t i v e i f the well i s subjected to periods of 
snu t - i n . Due to the low p r o d u c t i v i t y of t h i s well i t i s not economically 
f e a s i b l e to i n s t a l l a compressor. I f tne gathering system l i n e pressure 
wjs at the contract pressure or below, t h i s would not be necessary. 

In cases where we have swabbed our wells back, i n t h i s area, they 
have not been capable of producing the previous amount of gas due to the 
i n t r u s i o n of water i n t o the reservoir which permanently damages and 
r e s t r i c t s the flow of gas to the wellbore. We have enclosed a copy of 
0 v I l a t e s t swabbing invoice for an area w e l l . At the rate at which 
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El Paso Natural Gas raises and lowers the line pressure, i t would be 
necessary to retain a swabbing unit in the area, for our wells, almost 
f u l l time. 

In the event a hardship gas well c l a s s i f i c a t i o n i s not received on 
this well, we feel i t would result in premature abandonment of this well. 
We estimate this well would continue to produce at a rate of MCE 
per day for a minimum of 10 years. In the event we cannot produce the well 
at this rate, the economics of operating a non-producing well would force 
premature plugging and abandonment causing gas to be l e f t in the reservoir 
never to be recovered.

We were n o t i f i e d t h i s date that El Paso Natural Gas intends to cut t h i s 
well o f f e f f e c t i v e t h i s date for an i n d e f i n a t e period of time. We f e e l we 
have done everything f e a s i b l e as a prudent operator to minimize or e l i m i n a t e 
damage to the reservoir and permanent loss of gas. we have checked our well 
for downhole problems and swabbed the well when i t was indicated we could 
produce the well i n t o El Paso's l i n e . we have made numerous requests to 
El Paso Natural Gas to allow our wells to produce at a minimus rate ana nave 
received no cooperation fro.t. tnen.

JUNE 17, 1985 

New Mexico O i l Conservation Commission Order No. R-7940 entered 
June 12, 1985, defined a "Vulnerable Area" i n the San Juan 
Basin where special r u l e s apply f o r the disposal of water 
produced i n conjunction w i t h the production of crude o i l and/or 
n a t u r a l gas. The d e f i n i t i o n of the "Vulnerable Area" i s 
attached w i t h t h i s memo. 

Pursuant t o t h i s order, owners and/or operators of any e x i s t i n g 
p i t w i t h i n the Vulnerable Area r e c e i v i n g produced water must 
have f i l e d a P i t R e g i s t r a t i o n Form w i t h the O i l Conservation 
D i v i s i o n by January 1, 1986. A copy of t h i s form, w i t h 
i n s t r u c t i o n s f o r use, i s attached; a d d i t i o n a l copies are 
avai l a b l e at the Aztec d i s t r i c t o f f i c e . For new p i t s 
constructed since June 12, 1985, a P i t R e g i s t r a t i o n Form must 
be f i l e d w i t h i n 90 days f o l l o w i n g i n i t i a l production i n t o or 
through the f a c i l i t y served by such p i t . Any p i t not 
reg i s t e r e d i n accordance w i t h t h i s order must be closed i n a 
manner approved by the D i v i s i o n . 

I n a d d i t i o n t o p i t r e g i s t r a t i o n , the order p r o h i b i t s use of 
most unlined p i t s f o r disposal of produced water w i t h i n the 
Vulnerable Area e f f e c t i v e January 1, 1987, requires OCD 
approval of e x i s t i n g l i n e d p i t s and below grade tanks i n the 
area by January 1, 1986, and requires t h a t surface disposal 
locations f o r water removed from the Vulnerable Area be 
approved by OCD beginning October 1, 1985. A copy of the Rules 
of Order No. R-7940 i s also attached.

SPECIAL RULZS AND REGULATIONS FOR THE DISPOSAL OF 
PRODUCED WATER IN THE VULNERABLE AREA 1-T 

McXINLEY, RIO ARRIBA, SANDOVAL AND 
SAN JUAN COUNTIES, NEW MEXICO. 

RULE 1. APPLICABILITY: 

These rules shall apply to a l l produced water disposal 
within the Vulnerable Area. 

These rules shall further apply to a l l produced water from 
the Vulnerable Area and to i t s disposal whether within or 
without said area. 

RULE 2. DEFINITIONS: 

(a) Aquifer: An aquifer i s a saturated permeable 
geologic unit {a geological formation, group of 
formations, or part of a formation) that can 
transmit significant quantities of water under 
ordinary hydraulic gradients. 

For purposes of this definition, the word 
significant means that the water from the aquifer i s 
used for or may reasonably be presumed to be usable 
for municipal, industrial, domestic, agricultural, or 
stock watering purposes. 

(b) Fresh Water (to be protected) includes a l l surface 
waters and includes a l l underground waters containing 
10 ,000 milligrams per l i t e r or less of total 
dissolved solids except for which, after notice and 
hearing, i t is found there i s no reasonably 
foreseeable beneficial" use which would be impaired by 
contamination of such waters. 

(c) Produced Water shall mean those waters produced 
in conjunction with the production of crude o i l 
and/or natural gas and commonly collected at f i e l d 
storage, processing, or disposal f a c i l i t i e s including 
but not limited to: lease tanks, commingled tank 
batteries, burn pits, LACT units, dehydrators, and 
community or lease salt water disposal systems and 
which may be collected at gas processing plants, 
pipeline drips and other processing or transportation 
f a c i l i t i e s . 

(d) Produced Water Pit: That pit which receives water 
produced from primary separation in conjunction with 
the production of crude o i l and/or natural gas 
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whether or not such pit is located at the site of 
production. 

(e) Ancillary P i t : Those pits not receiving f l u i d s , 
from primary separation including but not limited tc 
dehydrator pits, tank drain pits, pipeline drip 
collector pits, blowdown pits and compressor scrubber 
pits. Examples are listed below: 

(1) Dehydrator Pit : Those pits which normally 
receive produced water only from the 
dehydration unit. 

(2) Blowdown Pit: Those pits which receive liquid 
only when a well is blown down. 

(3) Tank Drain Pit: Those pits which receive 
water that is drained from a production storage 
tank. 

(4) Pipeline Drip Collector Pit: Those pits which 
receive liquids which accumulate in gas 
pipelines. 

(5) Compressor Scrubber Pit: Those pits which 
receive liquids -at the compressor suction in 
event of primary separator failure. 

RULE 3. PROHIBITIONS: 

Effective January 1, 1987, within the Vulnerable Area, 
disposal of produced water or fluids produced in connection 
with the production of oil and natural gas, or both, in unlined 
pits or on the surface is prohibited, except for disposal of 
produced water specifically exempted herein. 

RULE 4. EXEMPTIONS: 

(a) The provisions of this order shall not apply to: 

(1) Produced water pits which receive five (5) 
barrels or less per day (daily) of produced 
water provided that such produced water has a 
concentration of t o t a l dissolved solids of 
10,000 milligrams per l i t e r (mg/l) or less and 
that the base of such p i t is at least 10 feet 
above the water table. 
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(2) Unlined produced water or ancillary pits which 
receive one-half (1/2) barrel or less per day 
(daily) of produced water provided that the base 
of such pit i s at least 10 feet above the water 
table. 

(3) Any pits, ponds, lagoons or impoundments 
resulting from a c t i v i t i e s regulated by a 
discharge plan approved and permit issued by The 
Division under Water Quality Control Commission 
Regulations authorized under the New Mexico 
Water Quality Act which permit specifically 
authorizes the disposal of produced water. 

(b) Notwithstanding the exceptions contained in this 
rule, the surface disposal of produced water in the 
Vulnerable Area at such a location or in such a 
manner or under such conditions as to cause 
contamination of fresh water i s hereby prohibited. 

RULE 5. SURFACE DISPOSAL FACILITIES TO BE APPROVED: 

(a) Beginning October 1, 1985, no produced water shall be 
removed from the Vulnerable Area for surface disposal 
except to such f a c i l i t i e s as may be approved by the 
Division. 

(b) Surface disposal f a c i l i t y approval outside the 
Vulnerable Area may be made after notice and hearing 
or administratively upon a satisfactory showing that 
the proposed surface disposal does not endanger fresh 
water. 

(c) No produced water may be disposed of or stored i n 
below grade tanks or lin e d p i t s w i t h i n the 
Vulnerable Area except after' approval of the 
Division. 

(d) The Director of the Division i s hereby authorized 
to approve administratively the use of lined p i t s cr 
below grade tanks w i t h i n the Vulnerable Area f o r 
disposal or storage of produced water upon "a proper 
showing that . the tank or lined p i t w i l l be 
constructed and operated i n such a manner as to 
safely contain the f l u i d s to be placed therein and to 
detecr leakage therefrom. Any ex i s t i n g lin e d p i t or 
below grade tank s h a i l be required ro come in t o 
compliance with t h i s rule by January 1, 1986. 
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RULE 5. PIT REGISTRATION; 

(a) By January 1, 1986, the owner/operator of any 
existing produced water pit or ancillary pit seeking 
to continue use of such pit for disposal purposes 
must have f i l e d a Pit Registration Form with the 
Division in accordance with the directions thereon as 
shown on Exhibit "A" attached to this order. 

(b) The owner/operator of any unlined produced water 
pit or ancillary pit constructed on or after the date 
of this order must f i l e a Pit Registration Form with 
the Division within 90 days following i n i t i a l 
production into or through the f a c i l i t y served by 
such pit. 

RULE 7. PIT CLOSURE; 

That any pit which i s not registered in accordance with 
RULE (6) above shall be closed in a manner approved by the Oil 
Conservation Division. 

IT IS FURTHER ORDERED THAT; 

(3) Jurisdiction of this -cause i s retained for the entry 
of such further orders as the Commission may deem necessary.

the f u l l ninety-day period i s up. Our r e c o l l e c t i o n i s t h a t 

when these rules were i n s t i t u t e d the ninety-day period was 
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inserted to insure t h a t the D i v i s i o n would have s u f f i c i e n t 

time to act on these a p p l i c a t i o n s . I not understand t h a t 

grant of ninety days t o be a guaranteed ninety days produc­

t i o n under t h a t emergency status. 

We would request t h a t these 

cases not be granted another continuance a f t e r June 19th; 

th a t i s the applicant i s not prepared to go forward at t h a t 

time, we would request t h a t the cases be dismissed and t h a t 

the emergency hardship status be terminated. 

Once again, Mr. Examiner, El 

Paso understands t h a t there are wells which deserve and need 

nardship c l a s s i f i c a t i o n i n order to prevent underground 

waste. We t h i n k the h i s t o r i c a l l y pursued goal of ratable 

t a k i n g , which has been pursued by the State of New Mexico 

and El Paso Natural Gas, i s an important element i n the 

natural gas production system of the State of New Mexico. 

Therefore, we ask you to care­

f u l l y review each a p p l i c a t i o n brought before you to insure 

t h a t a l l possible steps have been taken; to i n t e r f e r e i n the 

least possible way w i t h the ratable take system; and that no 

hardship gas w e l l c l a s s i f i c a t i o n be granted unless the 

granting of the a p p l i c a t i o n i s necessary to prevent under­

ground waste.
