I n t i e captioned Order dated August 28, 1986, the Commission ordered 
the pooling of a l l mineral i n t e r e s t s i n the E/2 of Section 23, T25N-R2W, 
i n the G.wilan Mancos and Gavilan Greenhorn-Graneros-Dakota O i l Pools. 
The w e l l authorized under t h i s Order was to have been commenced not l a t e r 
than November 30, 1986, and by l e t t e r dated November 25, 1986, the Order 
was exteided u n t i l March 1, 1987. 

Mesa Grande Resources, I n c . , the designated operator, has been unable 
to commeice a w e l l i n the E/2 of Section 23, T25N-R2W because muddy roads 
and bad weather have prevented the movement of equipment. I n a d d i t i o n , 
not a l l parties have joined i n the Operating Agreement and a second com­
pulsory pooling case has been scheduled. 

Therafore, Mesa Grande Resources, Inc. r e s p e c t f u l l y requests an addi­
t i o n a l e<tension of time u n t i l August 1, 1987, w i t h i n which to commence 
our w e l l . 

We w i l l appreciate your consideration i n t h i s matter and w i l l look 
forward to hearing from you soon.
