associated o i l and gas pools promulgated by Order No. R-5353. 

4. The No. 2 Well i s loc a t e d i n the NW%NW% 

of Section 14 and has the NW% o f Section 14 dedicated t o i t . 

Said w e l l i s c u r r e n t l y near d e p l e t i o n . 



5. The No. 6 Well i s located i n the SW%SW% 

of Section 14 and has the SW% o f Section 14 dedicated t o i t . 

Said w e l l i s c u r r e n t l y s h u t - i n . 

6. A p p l i c a n t seeks approval t o re-enter the 

No. 2 Well and d i r e c t i o n a l l y d r i l l h o r i z o n t a l l y through the 

Dakota f o r m a t i o n , i n a sout h e a s t e r l y d i r e c t i o n . The p e r f o r a t i o n s 

i n the h o r i z o n t a l p o r t i o n o f the w e l l bore w i l l be located i n 

both the NW% and SW% o f Section 14. 

7. A p p l i c a n t seeks s p e c i a l p r o v i s i o n s f o r the W% of 

Section 14, w i t h i n the Chacon-Dakota Associated Pool, f o r h o r i ­

z o n t a l d i r e c t i o n a l l y d r i l l e d w e l l s , i n c l u d i n g :
