CASE 9169: (Contiiued from July 15, 1987, Examiner Hearing) 

In the matter of the hearing called by the Oil Conservation Division on i t s own motion to permit C. R. 
(Carl) Robinson, John I l e y , Eastern Indemnity Company of Maryland, and a l l other interested parties to 
appear and show cause why the 0. F. Baca Well No. 1 located 660 feet from the North l i n e and 1920 feet 
from tre West li n e (Unit C) of Section 3, Township 5 North, Range 4 East, Valencia County, New Mexico, 
as projected into the Tome Land Claim, should not be plugged and abandoned i n accordance with a Division-
approved plugging program, said well being located approximately 15 miles east of 3elen, New Mexico. 

CASE 9179: In the matter of the hearing called by the O i l Conservation Division on i t s own motion to permit Turman 
i Hayes, Western Surety Company, and a l l other interested parties to appear and show cause why che 
following four wells located on the "B" Lee State Lease in Section 7, Township 18 South, Range 35 East, 
Lea Councy, should not be plugged and abandoned i n accordance with a Division-approved plugging program:
