Subsequent swabbing yield e d formation water at a marginal r a t e , 
30-40 BWD. Both of these f a c t s i n d i c a t e l i m i t e d r e s e r v o i r development 
and s i g n i f i c a n t l y decrease the p o t e n t i a l of successful long term water 
i n j e c t i v i t y acceptance.
