This i s the same we have paid everyone else i n 
the l a s t 9 months except f o r the sealed b i d t r a c t s from 
the State i n December 1991 a t about $32 per acre and 
l / 8 t h .

I am w r i t i n g you i n reference t o our meeting yesterday concerning 
the subject a p p l i c a t i o n and your request t o reconsider t h i s matter 
under the provisions of General Rule 1207.A.(2), "Procedures f o r 
Unopposed Compulsory Pooling Applications." 

I t i s my understanding t h a t several developments have occurred 
since my l e t t e r of January 30, 1992, whereby Western Reserve's 
request t o consider t h i s a p p l i c a t i o n " a d m i n i s t r a t i v e l y " was denied 
and a hearing w i t h testimony and evidence would be required. These 
developments are as follows: 

1) The 0.2083% i n t e r e s t of CD. Sands i s at t h i s time 
outstanding; however, i t appears t h a t Western 
Reserves has made a due d i l i g e n t e f f o r t t o locate 
t h i s i n t e r e s t and continues t o do so; and, 

2) Both the James Petroleum Trust and Amoco Production 
i n t e r e s t s , 12.5% and 0.2083%, respectively, have 
agreed t o p a r t i c i p a t e . 

A f t e r re-evaluation, i t i s my opinion t h a t s u f f i c i e n t information 
i s available f o r the NMOCD t o consider t h i s a p p l i c a t i o n pursuant t o 
Rule 1207.A.(2). As requested, however, the f o l l o w i n g a d d i t i o n a l 
data must be submitted: 

1) an a f f i d a v i t confirming Amoco's and James Petroleum 
Trust's p a r t i c i p a t i o n ; and, 

2) a b r i e f discussion of Western's attempts t o date i n 
loc a t i n g CD. Sands.
