Good Morning Everyone,
 
Please see the attached documents as they pertain to this closure request for the remediation at the
 above referenced location. This remediation is  in relation to the second release at this site. The foot
 print and impacted area is virtually the same as the very first one with the exception of some
 overspray onto mesquite and grease wood bushes. The impacted area of the pad was excavated to
 approximately 1.5’ BGS and divided into three sections for sampling purposes. Composite soil
 samples were obtained from three sections (Sections 1-3). Lab results indicated contaminate levels
 at or below closure limits for Sections 1-2, however Section 3 indicated elevated levels of chlorides.
 Further excavation was conducted at Section 3 to approximately 2.5’ BGS. A second composite
 sample was obtained and analyzed for chlorides.  Lab results from this sample indicated a level
 below closure limit.
 
Clean material is stockpiled on site awaiting closure approval.
