Dear Geoff:

On behalf of Amtex Energy, Inc., R.T. Hicks Consultants respectfully request a 3-month extension for 

closure of the above-referenced temporary pit. The drilling rig was released from this site on October 

30, 2013.

Following the well completion, the reserve cells contained relatively fresh water (8.6 lbs/gal) which was 

used to displace the 9.9 to 10.0 lbs/gal water that was pumped from the inner horseshoe drainage 

system. Although we removed an estimated 18,871 lbs of salt from the cuttings over the last few 

months, we are continuing to evaluate and improve our efficiency in both salt removal (for closure) and 

brine creation (for reuse).

On April 23, 2014, the pits were dry enough to recovery cuttings samples from both the inner and outer 

horseshoes; the laboratory results are pending as of the preparation of this letter. We are requesting the 

3-month extension to allow for the natural drying of water entrained with the cuttings and unavailable 

for removal by pump; also we would like a little extra time to re-flush the cuttings with fresh water in 

order to achieve the closure concentrations, if the laboratory results indicate it would be beneficial.

Once we can verify that the closure criteria have been met and the cuttings are dry enough to be safely 

stabilized, we will proceed with proper notification and closure.
