7. METHODS FOR HANDLING WASTE DISPOSAL

A. 1. Drill cuttings will be disposed of in the reserve pit.

2. All trash, junk and other waste material will be contained in
trash cages or bins to prevent scattering. When the job is
completed all contents will be removed and deposited in an

approved sanitary landfill.

3. Salts remaining after completion of the well will be picked up
by the supplier, including broken sacks.

er houses will drain into holes with minimum
depth of 10'00". These holes will be covered during drilling

and backfilled upon completion. A "porta John" will be
provided for the rig crevs. This will be properly maintained
during the drilling operations and removed upon completion of

the well.
